Pharaoh Amenhotep IV.

left Thebes one year later and founded his own city

(“useful to Aten”). He remained Pharaoh for 17 years, his
grave was never found.

Nefertiti

gave birth to Amenhotep six daughters. She remained one of
the most dazzling women of the eighteenth dynasty. Her
remains were never found, what happened to her is not
known.

Kiya,

the second wife of the Pharaoh, bore him his only son:
Tutankhamun. He ruled nine years as King of Egypt. His
magnificent tomb was discovered in 1922 and is considered
the greatest archaeological sensation of the 20th century.

Ay

was appointed as Pharaoh after Tutankhamun, but only guided
Egypt for four years. In his tomb in Achetaten an inscription
can still be seen today in which he pays homage to Aten as a
great god.

Horemhab

ruled afterwards as Pharaoh over the country at the Nile and
remained this for 28 years. He arranged himself with the
Amun priesthood, but moved the capital to Memphis.
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Mutnedjmet

finally married Horemhab and thus helped him to become
Pharaoh. She became a powerful queen of Egypt. She passed
away at the age of thirty-five at the birth of a child.
